Amended Administrative Regulations were
reviewed and recommended for approval
by the State Hearing Authority in March
and are now under legal review by
legislative legal services.

The first regulation addressed items
approved for sale in retail liquor stores
which significantly broadens items that can,
be sold in Retail Liquor Stores.

The second deals with modification of a
licensed premise and was written to allow
additional premises across a public
thoroughfare. For example, a restaurant
may have an outdoor patio area across a
public sidewalk if the public entity grants
an easement for the purpose of
transporting alcoholic beverages . Once
approved by the State legal services,
both regulations will be published on
the Colorado Register in June or July.

House Bill 081105 i Art Gallery Permit

Effective July 1, 2008, (once signed by
Governor Ritter) the General Assembly
of the State of Colorado enacted
House Bill 081105 which will allow for
an Art Gallery Permit.The definition is:
A person operating an Art Gallery that
offers complimentary malt, vinous, or spirituous liquors for
consumption only on the premises may be issued an Art
Gallery Permit, which shall be renewed annually. An Art
Gallery Permittee shall not, directly or indirectly, sell alco-
hol beverages by the drink, shall not serve alcohol bever-
ages for more than four hours in any one day, and shall
not serve alcohol beverages
more than fifteen days per
year of licensure12-47-422.
